Ongoing Research Projects
1. Diplomatic Peace

This new project deals with the question of what kind of peace is possible in world politics. It conceptualises an agency-centred peace – i.e. diplomatic peace – and examines the ups and downs of this peace since the end of the Cold War. Explaining progress and regress, I put forward generative mechanisms in which the nature of diplomatic communication features prominently. The project also tackles normative questions. Moving beyond simple dichotomies of war and peace, it proposes a broad conceptualisation of peace that is located in between minimalist (peace as absence of inter-state war) and maximalist (peace as omnipresent harmony) understandings of peace.
2. Peaceful Change
What is peaceful change? How have processes of peaceful change evolved and shifted over time, and why? Into what directions are we headed today? I explore these questions in two large collaborative projects: (a) I am the principal investigator of the Research Group International Relations of the Austrian Research Association (Österreichische Forschungsgemeinschaft), which focuses on peaceful change. (b) I am the Regional Director Africa of the Global Research Network on Peaceful Change (GRENPEC). 
3. Digital International Relations
Conducting this project with Corneliu Bjola, we explore how digitalization transforms world politics. The workshop and edited book we prepare deals with the multiple facets of this question, ranging from international relations theory and meta-theory to the nuts and bolts of digitalization in concrete issues areas such as security, economics, migration, environment and health. 

4. Deglobalization?
T.V. Paul and I are preparing a special issue for International Affairs, scheduled to be published in 2022. Since the 1990s, globalization flows, by many measures, grew steadily, even though there were always counter-reactions to it. In recent years, these counter-reactions have multiplied, ranging from decreasing foreign direct investment to re-nationalising imaginations of political community. At the same time, a set of institutional arrangements often referred to as the liberal international order has come under duress. We examine this twin development in depth.  
5. The Evolving Global Nuclear Order

Together with Martin Senn, I pursue a book project that addresses the evolution of the order governing nuclear weapons since the end of the Second World War. In order to explain this evolution, we put under scrutiny how diplomatic communication affects the global nuclear order and vice versa. This project also encompasses the ambitious task of creating a database on diplomatic speeches pertaining to arms control (with Scott Patterson and Martin Senn).
